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Outlining American Native Americans
Directions:  Today you will learn a very important skill that will help you tremendously in your future education.  This skill is learning how to effectively create an outline of provided text.  You will be using Section 3 of Chapter 4 pages 170-175 entitled “Native Americans” as your text to outline.  You are to create an outline of the section of text provided.  There will be two parts to this assignment: 5 points for completing your small groups section and presenting it and 5 points for completing the entire outline.
Rules to Creating an Effective Outline:

1. Parallelism – Each heading and subheading should preserve parallel structure.  If the first heading is a verb, the second heading should be a verb.  For example:

I. Choose Desired Colleges

II. Prepare Application

2. Coordination – All the information contained in Heading 1 should have the same significance as the information contained in Heading 2.  The same goes for the subheadings (which should be less significant than the headings).  For example:

I. Visit and evaluate college campuses

II. Visit and evaluate college websites

A. Note important statistics

B. Look for interesting classes

3. Subordination – The information in the headings should be more general, while the information in the subheadings should be more specific.  For example:

I. Describe an influential person in your life

A. Favorite high school teacher

B. Grandparent

4. Division – Each heading should be divided into 2 or more parts.
